Why Volunteer at Café Social?

+ Do not become involved in business or personal relationships with the students. Do not share your contact information.

+ Do not use your relationship with the students for personal advantage or benefit.

- Please maintain a level of professional conduct during all online discussions and activities.

Please notify the Program Coordinator, Cultural Assistant, or staff immediately by email or Zoom Chat:

« If the student wants to discuss course-related issues or personal problems of any kind, we have many resources online
available such as UVic Counseling Services. If you ever feel uncertain or uncomfortable with a student request, do not
hesitate to contact the Program Coordinator, Cultural Assistant or staff and we will intervene politely.
