TechTips

Disable Adblockers if you experience difficulty with your audio
and/or video.

Weak connection. Turn your video on only when necessary and
use speaker view (not gallery view).

Use headphones or a headset to minimize background noise.

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Virtual Classroom Tips

Be on time or early. Let your instructor know if you are going to be late
or absent.

Introduce yourself. State your name the first few times you speak.

Participate actively. Use the reactions feature and chat to show your
engagement and that you understand.

Mute yourself when not speaking. Nothing is more distracting than
background noise. Learn how to turn your audio on and off.

Raise your hand or use chat. Do not interrupt the speaker, use the raise
hand feature to let your instructor know you would like to speak, or

type questions and comments in the chat.

Make eye contact. If you are sharing video, look at the camera and not
the screen.
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
