•	 Applications are typically reviewed and offers of admission 
sent within 1 month of application.

Step 3: Pass level 500** of the Intensive English (ELPI) program 
within one year of receiving the offer of conditional admission.

•	 Once you have passed level 500, you can start your 
certificate/diploma program.
