We will consider one-
off courses (2-5 hours in length), courses that run one afternoon/evening/full day per week for 2-6 weeks, or a series of 
related courses. Please note that there are not semester-long courses, and differ quite significantly from credit courses. 

The Division of Continuing Studies is particularly interested in developing long-term relationships with instructors who 
have high professional standards, excellent communication skills, and a commitment to creating learning experiences 
immersed in adult education principles.  

Preferred requirements 
Applicants must be located within Canada to deliver this course and should have: 

• demonstrated subject matter expertise through academic or professional background;

• excellent interpersonal, communication, and facilitation skills;

• previous teaching experience is considered an asset;
• instructional experience with adult or non-traditional learners is considered an asset.
